Any application not accompanied by the required fee will not be dealt with until the correct fee has been received.

Exemptions

Certain applications are exempt from fees.

· Conservation Area Consent; 

· Extensions and alterations to a dwellinghouse to accommodate a registered disabled person;

· Applications improving access for disabled persons to “public” buildings;

· Applications where permission has already been granted or refused in the previous 12 months and the new application is for development of the same character or description as the previous application, for the same applicant and site area (this exemption only applies once on a site);

· Applications required by removal of permitted development rights by a condition.
