Project update

As you may know, the planning application for
the redevelopment of Hayes Town Centre
Estate was submitted at the end of 2021. The
council's planning officers have now carried
out their own consultation on the application.
We hope they will arrive at a decision in
March and we will update you all shortly after.

The council has been seeking a development
partner to support them in the demolition of
the existing estate and building the new
homes.

The development partner will be bringing
their expert knowhow, alongside resident
engagement events, and employment

opportunities.

Regeneration Hub reopens

will be on the estate on Wednesdays and
Thursdays between 10am and 12pm, and 2pm
and 4pm, for residents to drop-in and see us.

Alongside the sessions for residents, we are
also pleased to have been able to welcome
back the Sewing Club every Monday and
Tuesday from 10am - 3pm.
