PROPOSED LOADING BAY, WAITING AND LOADING RESTRICTIONS ON STATION ROAD, 
HAYES 

Hillingdon Council gives notice that it intends to make these Orders, which will  
1. Impose ‘at any time’ waiting and loading restrictions in lengths of road as set out in the 

schedule to this notice 
2. Install a loading bay operational Monday to Friday 8:30am-6:30pm in which a goods vehicle 

only may load or unload for a maximum of 30 minutes with no return within an hour.  
STATION ROAD, HAYES –  The east side, from a point 2.3 metres north of the common 
boundary of Nos. 107 and 115 Station Road, Hayes northwards for a distance of 13 metres.

SCHEDULE  

PROPOSED ‘AT ANY TIME’ WAITING AND LOADING RESTRICTIONS 
 

STATION ROAD, HAYES –  The east side, between a point 15.3 metres north of the common 
boundary of Nos. 107 and 115 Station Road, Hayes and a point opposite a point 17.7 metres 
northeast of the northeastern kerbline of Clayton Road, Hayes 
 
STATION ROAD, HAYES – All sides of the island at the junction of Station Road and Station 
Approach, Hayes 
 
STATION APPROACH, HAYES – Both sides, from a point in line with the southeastern kerbline 
of Station Road, Hayes to a point 5.1 metres north of the common boundary of Nos. 109 and 
111 Station Road, Hayes. 
 
 
 
STATEMENT OF REASONS 
The proposed loading restrictions for this scheme are designed to prevent obstructive parking 
and prevent long term parking within the area in question.
