Hillingdon Council gives notice that it intends to make these Orders, which will:-   

1. Convert existing Pay & Display parking places to Brown Badge permit holder 
parking places (operational between 8.00am and 6.30pm Monday to Saturday) in 
sections of roads listed in Schedule 1 to this notice. The maximum period for which a 
vehicle may be left during the permitted hours is two hours, if it displays a valid Brown 
Badge permit and ticket from a ticket parking machine with the charges shown below.

2. Convert existing Pay & Display parking places to Brown Badge permit holder 
parking places (operational between 8.00am and 6.30pm Monday to Saturday) in a 
section Belmont Road, Uxbridge listed in Schedule 2 to this notice. The maximum period 
for which a vehicle may be left during the permitted hours is two hours, if it displays a 
valid Brown Badge permit and ticket from a ticket parking machine with the charges 
shown below.

COLDHARBOUR LANE, HAYES – Southeast side, from a point in line with the common 
boundary of Nos. 48 and 50 Coldharbour Lane, Hayes, southwestwards for a distance of 10.5 
metres.
