Two storeys, attic 
and basement, (which is a full storey at the 
back), four windows wide. Slated roof with 
eaves soffit, two later sloped dormers and two 
wide chimney stacks with 19th century pots. 

Segmental arches to windows, 
modern casements on first floor, and sashes to 
ground floor.
