Statement of significance/ Reasons for designation

Architectural: Early C20. Single storey building in red brick and steeply pitched tiled roof.
Two-storey gables at each end of street elevation, with a smaller projecting gable to the
centre. Over hanging eaves. Casement windows, mostly “Crittal” type in timber frames
with multiple small panes; window to central gable under semi-circular arch.
Townscape: Contributes to street scene and local character.

Historic: Formerly Swakeleys Girls School, became part of the Douay Martys School in
1974.
