Architectural: C1910. Houses by C.H.B. 
Quennell in the “Arts and Crafts” style. Two 
storeys and attic, red brick with tile hung. Right 
wing with large gable front slightly projecting 
forward with a prominent flat roofed bay. 
Entrance through brick arched porch. Vertical 
emphasis on left wing achieved by prominent 
exposed chimney breast. Two smaller chimney 
stacks to each side. Sweeping tiled roof, eaves 
level to soffit.  
Townscape: Contributes to local character and 
street scene.
