w Architectural: 1884. Two storey, stock brick and new
tiled roof. Two prominent tile hung gables to centre,
giving symmetrical appearance. Steep hip end wings
to side, two storey hip to one side and one and half
storey to the other. Stone quoins to doors and
windows on ground floor. Later front gabled porch.
Extended early 1920s. Much altered.
